RETURN OF PRIVATE PRAYERS SESSIONS
Starting Saturday 14 November 2020 onwards, we shall hold Private Prayers sessions at the same times at both St Chad (Sedgley) and St Peter (Lower Gornal) churches between 10:00am and 11:30am. Please read the “Requirements for Those Attending Church” at the end of this bulletin if you will be coming. There will be NO MASSES at any other times.
Full risk assessments have been carried out which contain considerable detail. This is done and activated for YOUR safety. There is a lot of information on the Archdiocesan site about keeping safe in the pandemic, that is why they recommend that facial coverings are advised. There is a great source of information at the Diocesan website in which you may be interested.

TRACK AND TRACE
It is now a requirement that we keep a list of the names of those who go to church. Following ONE MONTH, the forms are destroyed.   The NHS COVID 19  app available for your mobile phone is up and running in both churches. You can use the App to mark yourselves in and out.
Requirements for Those Attending Church

1. All entering the church must use a face covering at all times to minimise the risk of contagion to all present - unless exempt for medical reasons or children below 11 years.
2. Alcohol-based hand gel will be available and must be used on entry and departure from the church.

3. Any handkerchiefs or tissues shall be taken off the premises.

4. Personal possessions should be kept to a minimum and should be taken away on leaving the church.

5. Any items found during cleaning shall be disposed of and shall not be deposited in any lost property.

6. While children are unlikely to become very ill, they are capable of both being infected by the virus and of spreading it. Parents or guardians bringing children into a church should not be discouraged from doing so, but it will be important for parents to manage their children appropriately, particularly ensuring they touch as few surfaces as possible for their safety and the safety of others.
7. TRACK AND TRACE  is now in place. The NHS Covid App may be downloaded to your phone and may be used to take a photograph of the Q.R.Code on display at the entrance to the church OR you may fill in your details on the special form instead, which is also at the entrance to the church. Stewards are available to help you if needed.
